Why Testing Is Important

Whether you get sick from the water depends on many factors; the strength of your immune
system, how bad the contamination is, whether you have an open cut or wound which would
serve as a possible point of bacterial infection, etc. Studies have found the percentage of iliness
among swimmers increased as levels rose above 400 FC/E.Coli. The Santa Monica study found an
88% increase in skin rash when the FC/E.Coli standard was exceeded.
